§ 2
1. The Author declares that: 
1) the monograph is an original work, and free from any copyright defaults that may involve the University in legal disputes, 
2) the monograph does not infringe upon any third party rights, 
3) his or her copyrights with respect to the monograph are not limited to the extent of this contract. 
2. The Author undertakes to provide: 
1) the content of the monograph, written with due diligence, and without any substantial, formal or linguistic defaults,
2) an electronic copy of the text, provided in a format required by the University,

	 copies of printout of the full and final text.


3. The Author undertakes to perform author corrections of the text, as required by the editor and reviewer, within 30 days from the date of receiving the review.
4. The Author undertakes to provide written comments to the review. 
§ 3
The University undertakes to: 
1) submit the monograph for editorial review, 
2) order a publication of the monograph,
3) inform the Author on any subsequent reprint plans.
§ 4
1. The Author hereby declares to have all his or her copyrights to the monograph transferred to the University, without any time or territorial constraints, in accordance with art. 36 of the Copyright and Associated Rights Act, in the following formats:  
1) copying by any means, including but not limited to print, reprography, and electronic/magnetic copies, 
2) printing (in any form), including standard print, reprography, and electronic/magnetic copies; 
3) circulation (including copies and printouts); 
4) storing on digital devices; 
5) providing public access to the content, without constraints of time and space,
and the University hereby declare their intent to acquire said rights from the Author, in accordance with the provisions of this contract. 
2. The rights referred to in § 4 shall not be transferred to any third party.
§ 5

	1. The University undertakes to publish the first edition of the monograph, in

2. The University reserves the right to publish 20 extra copies of the monograph, as free copies to be distributed in accordance

	1. The Author undertakes to cover part of publication cost equivalent to

2. The calculation of the publication cost will be based on the current binding rates of the Publishing House at Wroclaw University of Economics.

§ 7

The form and method of publication, as well as the price of the published monograph, shall be determined by the University, pending the Author’s approval. 
§ 8
The Parties agree to include the following copyright note in the published monograph: © Copyright by Uniwersytet Ekonomiczny we Wrocławiu, Wrocław, (year of publication).
§ 9
The University shall be entitled to introduce changes in the original text, in agreement with the Author, as determined in the course of the editing process.
§ 10
The Author shall prioritise the University as the publisher of any subsequent editions of the monograph.
§ 11
Any changes or additions to the text of this contract, as well the dissolution of this contract shall be made in writing, under pain of being declared null and void.
§ 12

1. Any matters not regulated by this contract shall be reconciled in accordance with the respective provisions of the Civil Code and of the Copyright and Associated Rights Act of Feb 4, 1994
2. Any disputes between the Parties shall be settled by the court appropriate to the registered address of the University.

§ 13

The Author hereby consents to have his/her personal data be processed for contractual purposes, in accordance with the provisions of the Personal Data Protection Act of 29 August 1997.
